PENTECOST

Pentecost, "the fiftieth [day]") is one of the prominent feasts in the Christian
liturgical year commemorating the descent of the Holy Spirit upon the disciples of
Christ. The feast is also called Whitsun, Whitsunday, Whit Sunday, or
Whitsuntide, especially in the United Kingdom. Pentecost is celebrated seven
weeks (50 days) after Easter Sunday, hence its name. Pentecost falls on the
tenth day after Ascension Thursday.

The two most common Pentecost symbols represent the Holy Spirit. A
descending dove is frequently used to symbolize the coming of the Spirit, since
the Gospel of Luke reports that the Holy Spirit came to Jesus at his baptism in
the form of a dove. (Luke 3:22). Tongues of fire are also used to symbolize
the Holy Spirit, based on the account of Pentecost found in Acts 2:1-4. The
liturgical color for the Day of Pentecost is bright red, which reminds us of the
fire of the Spirit.

Bright red is also the color of the geraniums we use to decorate the sanctuary on The Day of
Pentecost, which this year is May 23. If you would like to donate some geraniums for this purpose
(the plants will then be planted around the church), please fill out the form below and return it to Judy
